At the top of
the screen (in the Standard Editor) you will see File, Edit, Im-
age, Enhance, Layer, Select, Filter View, Window, and Help
click on Enhance. When you open the Enhance box you will
see these choices Auto Smart Fix, Auto Levers, Auto Con-
trast, Auto color, in the top of the box. In the bottom you will
see the manual version of the top four. The quick and dirty
way is to start off is to click on Auto Smart Fix (if you have a
pretty good picture, this will brighten the colors and contrast,
if the picture is a little dark it seems of blow out the colors).
