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Labor Day Diving in La Jolla

Labor Day, that last chance to get away before the end
of summer, found John and me in San Diego for a com-
bination of family, the annual summer Shakespeare
Festival at the Old Globe Theatre in Balboa Park and of
course some diving in La Jolla.

The family part consisted of tons of relatives and food,
a birthday and a refreshing dip in the pool. The theatre
consisted of Cyrano de Bergerac (not necessarily
Shakespeare, but great theatre any way), Coriolanus,
just as so-so production and Twelfth Night a comedy to
keep you laughing for days. The diving consisted of a
couple of stellar dives at La Jolla shores.

First of all imagine beach diving with no stairs, just a
short walk across the sand from the large parking lot
that you do not have to pay to park in, although it was a
holiday week end and you had to get there a bit early to
find a spot. In the shallows the water temperature was
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did drop down to 55 degrees. The surf was no more
than one to two feet with no surge to speak of and the
visibility, with a bright sunny sky, was an amazing 30 to
40 feet even at depth.

Although, in my opinion not as prolific in marine life as
Redondo Canyon, La Jolla Canyon (also known as
Scripps Canyon) offered us quite a lot to see; several
species of rays (Bat Rays, sting rays, Thornbacks),
several species of nudibranchs, small schooling fish
and one school of large fish, octopus, lots of bay pipe
fish, different types gobies and fields of sand dollars.
There is reputed to be a small collaboration of leopard
sharks at La Jolla Shores but | have yet to see it on any
of my trips there.

If you are planning a trip to La Jolla Shores there is a
live web cam that will allow you to see conditions be-
fore you make the trip down there. | stay with relatives
while there but if you are just making a day of it, my
friend made it in just over one hour from Huntington
Beach and that was on a holiday week end. There is a
Dive/Surf/Kayak shop two blocks away from the Kel-
logg Park parking lot that does air fills (no nitrox) if you
want to make multiple dives.

The other great diving spot in La Jolla is La Jolla Cove
(many stairs involved) but the parking is very limited
and is always packed with divers. The diving is very
similar to that of; let us say Little Corona, a bit of rocky
reef, a bit of kelp and all the usual critters there in.
Both sites have full restroom facilities and out door
fresh shower rinses.

When your dive day is done or even between dives
there is a plethora of dining establishments to choose
from all through out the La Jolla Village area, including
several Starbucks, one on the way out of town and
back home.

The first dive was to the Sue Jack. This was the first
time I've ever been to this part of the park and | abso-
lutely loved it. The kelp was rich and full (sounds like a
hair commercial huh?). Visibility was about 30 ft. while
water temp | think was around 67. | felt good and
knowing Russ was keeping a close eye on me gave me
even more comfort.

The 2nd dive also took me to a part of the park | had
never been. The "platform" | believe the guys called it.
It was interesting to see, but by then | was more con-
cerned about my air supply since | was disoriented on
how far we were from the steps. As it turned out, |
really had plenty of air, but was uneasy until we were
close to the steps. Then | could relax and enjoy the
rest of the dive. Afterwards we all enjoyed lunch to-
gether before boarding the boat back. That is, all of us
except for Mark. Because he chose ice cream over
pizza he was on his own.
